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The Market Development of Bamboo and
Rattan Products with Potential (MDBRPP) is a
multi-national project implemented in three
Asian countries, viz., Nepal, Bangladesh and
Myanmar with financial support from the
Common Fund for Commodities (CFC).
MDBRPP-Nepal chapter is implemented by
the Department of Forest Research and Survey
(DFRS). Initially, the project was designed for
three years (2005 to 2008). The project has
subsequently been extended twice to be

completed in January 2011.

The International Network for Bamboo and
Rattan (INBAR) is the Project Executing Agency
and International Tropical Timber Organisation
(ITTO) is the Supervisory Body providing
technical backstopping to Project Implementing
Countries.

The overall objective of the project is to
improve the quality, durability, market
opportunities and resource base of bamboo
and rattan commodities, and their sustainable
development. To achieve the objective, the
project focuses on areas rich in indigenous
knowledge in making bamboo and rattan
commodities but weak in development of new
design and quality enhancement.

The project consists of three components.
Component | aims to enhance the resource
base of bamboo and rattan. Component I
deals with improvement of design and quality
of bamboo and rattan commodities for
“meeting the demand of medium and high
quality products. Component lll ensures
dissemination of new technologies through
training and networking with particular
emphasis on women participation.
